Tuition courses assume no previous knowledge and provide students
with a structured approach to the relevant syllabus knowledge and the
process required to attempt exam standard questions.

Registering as an ACCA student
Enrolment as a student with us does NOT
register you with the ACCA. All students who
wish to sit ACCA examinations must register
with the ACCA as a professional exam student.

Exam Deadlines

ACCA written exams are held in June and
December of each year. You must register
for the exams with ACCA in line with the
deadlines below.

Exam entry period ~ Early Standard Late

June exam session 8 March 9 March - 8 April 9 April - 8 May
December exam 8 September 9 September- 9 October -
session 8 October 8 November
Exam entry method Online only ~ Online and Paper Online only

Please Note:

1. Registration takes 6 weeks and can take
longer for international students.

2. Students can sit a Computer Based Exam
(CBE) at any time of year, and there is no
restriction on the number of times you can
resit the CBE exam.

Exemptions

Students can expect to receive exemptions
if they have a relevant degree or a relevant
professional qualification. The relevant
graduates may be awarded exemptions for
some papers in the Knowledge and Skills
modules. There are no exemptions given in
Essentials and Options modules.

For example, students who hold FIA or AAT
membership will be exempt from the Knowledge
module.

By 31st July — for December exams

By 31st January - for June exams
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Entry Requirements

The ACCA offers various entry points on to the
ACCA Qualification, depending on age and
previous academic qualifications.

Minimum entry requirements

+ Two A Levels and three GCSEs or
equivalent in five separate subjects,
including English and Mathematics

+ Information on the minimum entrance
criteria for each country is available
from the ACCA website

Foundation in Accountancy Route (FIA)
+ Must be 18 or over

+ No minimum requirements for students
registered for the FIA

+ Studying just three modules of FIA gains
a recognised 'Diploma in Accounting
and Business'

+ Completing the 3 modules allows
students to progress onto the ACCA
or gain a basic bookkeeping role.

Graduate-entry route

+ Relevant degree holders from
ACCA-accredited institutions may be
exempt from all nine exams within
the Fundamentals level and register
directly at the Professional level

+ Degrees with some relevance may
also qualify for exemptions

Access to ACCA via FIA or AAT qualification
+ No academic qualifications required
+ Pass 3 modules (FAB) (FMA) (FFA)
+ Pass advance certificate in accounting
(AAT) - intermediate level
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Practical Experience

To become a Chartered Certified Accountant
it is not enough to successfully pass all the
exams. Students also need to satisfy the
practical experience requirements, and to
provide evidence of a minimum of 3 years
supervised relevant work experience.
